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A Psychosexual Risk Assessment is a comprehensive assessment of the adolescent’s psychosocial history, sexual risk, and amenability to treatment.  Data collection using the Glencairn Method requires:  
· Approximately one or two hours of face-to-face interview with the adolescent

· Approximately two hours of fact-to-face interview with the family and participation by significant family members or legal guardians 

· Approximately three hours of psychosocial testing with the adolescent
· Collecting and reviewing collateral documentation and interview with collateral sources as needed

· Producing a formal report  
· A four week time frame is typically needed to complete the process.  The report contains recommendations regarding treatment needs and appropriate intervention and placement.  
The fee is $130 per hour.  If the child has an extensive history and the amount of available documentation is voluminous, more time is needed.  I am available to travel if the child is in detention or if the family does not have sufficient resources to come to my office.  Travel expenses include federal mileage and our hourly rate.  The assessment can range between $1,200 and a cap of $2,500 for an in-state evaluation.   If requested to appear in court, we charge $600 for a half day and $1000 for a full day plus expenses.  
Glencairn does not accept insurance for either assessment or treatment of adolescents involved in sexually acting out behaviors.
